  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Sweeney at 5:00 p.m. in the District Office Board Room.
 II.   
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Mr. Miles and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Pledge of Allegiance:  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

IV.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Wayne and second by Mr. Vick, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Miles and second by Mr. Coleman.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Dusa and second by Mr. Coleman, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A and B as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.

Superintendent’s Report: Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, the board approved the transfer of a piece of school district property located near the Salem Missionary Baptist Church in Chesterfield to the church for community use, with the property reverting to the school district if it is no longer used by the church for community use.   
A motion was made by Mrs. Burch and seconded by Dr. Chapman to approve first reading of the revision of Board Policy BID, Board Members Compensation and Expenses.  The motion carried by a vote of 5-2, with Mr. Miles and Mr. Wayne opposed and Mr. Vick and Mr. Watson abstaining.  

Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve first reading of the attached revision of Board Policy DKC, Expense Authorization/Reimbursement, as recommended by the administration.  The board received as information Regulation DKC-R, Travel Guidelines for State and Federal Grants.
At this point, Superintendent Goodwin introduced Dr. Jimmy Littlefield and Mr. Gerald Moore, Student-Centered Education Consulting Group, LLC.  Dr. Littlefield and         Mr. Moore presented a Classified Salary Study for various classified positions in the district.  The study compared CCSD classified salaries with salaries in surrounding districts and a district similar in size to CCSD. The board accepted the study, along with recommendations, for future consideration in the upcoming budget year.
The board also received information presented by Superintendent Goodwin regarding 4K programs, Advanced Placement, Dual Credit, and Dual Enrollment.
