  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Teal moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Wayne, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence, and   the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chesterfield High student Isabella Johnson.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, teachers, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the December 11, 2017 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Wayne congratulated McBee Elementary teacher Sheryl Cutler who has received the following grants:  1) a Champion of the Environment $2000 grant for the “McBee Grows a Green Thumb” project, and 2) a $700 Target grant to help offset the cost of a January field trip to EdVenture in Columbia.  Mr. Dusa recognized the following Cheraw Intermediate activities:  1) a group of advanced art students participated in a Live Chat discussion with DC Comic/Marvel Comic Illustrator Rich Perotta; and 2) student Ava Knowles won a comic book art contest through Inverse Press/Inverse Circe.  She designed a drawing of WWE Hall of Fame wrestlers Hacksaw Jim Duggan and Nikolia Volkoff, which will be published on the front cover of the comic book.  Ava will be invited to participate in an October artist-in-residence program and she will be pictured as a ring side attendee in Hacksaw Jim Duggan (Book 2).    
VIII.
Special Recognitions:  Chairman Miles and Superintendent Goodwin presented a certificate and pin from SCSBA to board member Jamie Wayne in recognition of his ten years of service as a school board member.  Dr. Goodwin expressed appreciation to all school board members for their hard work and loyalty to the children of CCSD.  He noted that January is designated by the SC Schools Boards Association as School Board Recognition Month, and schools will be contacting board members about activities being planned in their honor.  Board members signed a Pledge of Ethical Principles which was adopted by the SCSBA Delegate Assembly.

Directors Folsom and Sowell presented certificates to the All-District Academic Bowl team members and a plaque to Cheraw High, the District Academic Bowl winner.  Cheraw High will receive a trophy at the Academic Bowl Banquet which board members are invited to attend January 30 at PLC at 6:00 pm.  


Educator Effectiveness Coordinator Rivers presented certificates to the following teachers who have renewed their National Board Certification:  Jennifer Graham, New Heights Middle; Dawn Vittoria, McBee Elementary; and Michelle Woodward, Chesterfield-Ruby Middle.


Chairman Miles, on behalf of the Board, congratulated these students and teachers.  Dr. Goodwin welcomed members of the teacher induction class who were in attendance.
  IX.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for December.  

Mr. Willard introduced Lesley Kelly, McGregor & Co., LLP, who reviewed a summary of the CCSD audit report for the year ending June 30, 2017.  Ms. Kelly reported that the firm has issued an unmodified (clean) opinion of CCSD’s financial statements, with the district moving in a positive direction.  The general fund balance as of June 30, 2017 was $5,944,242, which is a net increase of $1,093,470.  Ms. Kelly expressed appreciation to CFO Willard and his staff for their assistance and to the School Board for allowing her firm to conduct the audit.  Chairman Miles also thanked Ms. Kelly, Superintendent Goodwin and the administrative staff for the clean audit report.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A and B as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.  
  XI.   Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that the District Spelling Bee will be Tuesday, January 9 at 6 pm at Palmetto Learning Center.  Mrs. Folsom indicated that two PE professional development workshops have been scheduled with State Department Coordinator Mike Lyley.  Five FBLA students have been invited to join the summer Enactus program at Coker College, a free one-week, three credit business course, enabling students to stay on campus free to experience college life while earning transferable credits.  Twenty-four Life Skills students from McBee and Chesterfield recently participated in a Career Exploration field trip to the Carolina Panthers stadium.
 XII.  
Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried unanimously, to approve a request from the Chesterfield County Voter Registration and Elections Office to ask the County Legislative Delegation to change the filing dates for school board members so that the filing date closes by August 15th.  This action will standardize school board filing dates with other elected offices in the county.    
Superintendent Goodwin reviewed the current state statute, as amended in 2015, regarding school make-up days.  Three dates are designated on the school calendar for make-up days as follows:  February 19, March 30, and June 1.  CCSD has missed three days for inclement weather which will be made up as indicated above.  If additional days are missed, the district moves to the second phase of the statute for days 4-6 missed, where the local School Board may designate additional make-up days or exercise the authority to waive the days by majority vote.  Options for additional make-up dates may be to use spring break days or extend the year into the second week of June.  If the year is extended, that would impact the required summer reading camps.  Other options include using Saturdays or extending school days by an hour per day.  The third phase, if more than six days are missed, states that the local School Board may designate additional make-up days or, by majority vote, request a waiver from the State Board of Education.  

School calendar reminders include a half-day for students January 12, a Martin Luther King holiday for schools and the District Office January 15, and late days January 18 and February 1 for parent conferences.  Board members are invited to attend the January 9 District Spelling Bee at 6 pm at PLC, as well as the January 30 Academic Bowl Banquet at 5 pm at PLC.
Dr. Goodwin reminded board members that Friday, March 30, is the deadline for 2018 Statement of Economic Interests forms to be submitted to the State Ethics Commission.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members of the January 22 budget work session at 5 pm in the District Office Board Room.  The regular monthly meeting will be Monday, February 5, 2018 at McBee High School, with an executive session at 5:00 followed by the open session at 5:30 pm.  Board members who wish to attend the February 15-18 SCSBA Annual Convention at Hilton Head should contact the superintendent’s office by January 18.
