  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at McBee High School.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Vick, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa.

Public Comment:  Chairman Miles read the board policy regarding public participation.  Pageland area citizen Jeran Miller expressed concerns regarding the school environment and suggested that the School Board put prayer, in some form, back in the schools.       Mr. Miles thanked Ms. Miller for her comments and interest in the school system.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence, and   the Pledge of Allegiance was led by McBee High student Lauren Kirkley.  
VI.
Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, teachers, media, TOY Charles Redfearn, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.  Mr. Miles noted that board members Sweeney and Wayne are absent due to illness.  
VII.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the January 8 and 22, 2018 board meetings.
VIII.
Board Comments:  Board member Burch congratulated NHMS students who participated in the Future City program which asks the question, “How can we make the world a better place?”  This year’s challenge was “The Age-Friendly City” and solutions to problems of the aging population.  The 7th grade team won the Innovative Medical Surveillance  Approach with solutions that included a  personalized  Robotic  Dog and a 
“Holophone” for holographic contact with individuals and monitoring medical conditions.  Mr. Dusa noted that 18 Plainview Elementary students attended the Junior Beta Club Convention, where Lily Byrd won 3rd place color photography for Division 2 and Raegan Griggs won 2nd place color photography for Division 1.  Mr. Dusa recognized 45 Long Middle students who attended the Junior Beta Club Convention, where the technology team won 1st place and Shegun Santos was runner-up on the science test.  Also, the Long Middle girls and boys basketball teams won the conference tournament, and English classes completed their second TDA benchmark assessment.  Mr. Teal congratulated 8th grade CRMS student Harper Caulder who placed 3rd in ELA at the Junior Beta Club Convention.  Mr. Coleman recognized Pageland Elementary for hosting a successful “Real Men Read” event.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for January.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-D as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.  
   XI.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that the District has received a $105,000 grant from the 
State Department as part of the Abbeville plaintiff districts, with funds being used to expand K-5 classroom libraries, as well as professional development for teachers regarding classroom libraries.  In addition, the District has received a $105,000 4K Community Block grant which will be used to provide 4K teachers and assistants with math professional development and purchase updated 4K curriculum which includes read alouds being sent home with students.  Mrs. Folsom also reported that six individuals from CCSD recently received awards from the SC Council for Exceptional Children.

Superintendent’s Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Teal, seconded by Mr. Vick and carried unanimously, the board approved the waiver of a make-up day for the January 17 school closing due to inclement weather as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  Make-up days are already scheduled for three previously missed days.    
Dr. Goodwin noted that spring sports schedules are in the board portal.  He reminded board members that February 19 is a scheduled make-up day.  Board members were asked to add the following upcoming events to their calendars: a) Tuesday, May 8 – Teacher of the Year Banquet, b) Thursday, May 10 – District Retirement Banquet, and c)  Tuesday, May 22 – Adult Education Graduation.
