  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Cheraw Primary School.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Vick, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa.

IV.
Public Comment:  Chairman Miles read the board policy regarding public participation.  Mt. Croghan citizen Amanda Bivins requested that the School Board consider holding a meeting in the Pageland/Jefferson community to discuss bullying issues, school shootings and other safety concerns, noting that some children are afraid to go to school.  Mr. Miles thanked Ms. Bivins for her comments and interest in the school system.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Cheraw Primary student George Paisley Watson.  
VI.
Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, teachers, media, TOY Charles Redfearn, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.

VII.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the March 12, 2018 board meeting.
VIII.
Board Comments:  Board member Wayne noted the following McBee Elementary events:  1) Mrs. Cutler’s 2nd grade class received a $2000 grant from DHEC’s “Champion of the Environment” program to develop a school garden to grow edible crops and learn 
about soil and water conservation, and a news crew from WMBF filmed a commercial to be aired the week of April 22;  2) a staff vs. 6th grade volleyball game was held, raising over $1000 for Relay for Life in honor of two employees who are currently battling cancer; 3) librarian Bonnie Middleton took 18 students to Columbia to the State Read-In; and 4) members of the chorus, under the direction of Stephanie Tiller, have performed at numerous events throughout the year and will travel to New York City April 13-16 to perform, attend shows, and visit many historic landmarks.  Mr. Dusa announced the following Long Middle events:  1) a new chorus program has been formed under the direction of Karen Wilkerson; 2) a new drama club has been formed under the direction of Donna Teal; 3) National Down Syndome Awareness Day was celebrated with students wearing crazy socks to celebrate differences;  4) Autism Awareness Day was celebrated with students wearing blue or puzzle pieces; 5) 7th and 8th grade band members scored an Excellent at the Concert Festival and were one point away from receiving a Superior this year;  6) 8th grade students learned about NETC dual enrollment during a recent campus tour; 7) 7th graders Samara Cruz and Juliana Palmera qualified for State Duke TIP recognition; 8) 7th grade students traveled to Murrells Inlet recently to observe different habitats; and 9) parents and students recently attended 3rd Nine Weeks awards ceremonies.  Mr. Teal indicated that DHEC presented an “Action in the Classroom” program to Ruby Elementary 5th graders highlighting the specifics of recycling.           Mr. Coleman recognized numerous events at Pageland/Jefferson schools  as follows:  1) Donors Choose grants were funded for the following Petersburg Primary teachers – Carlie Snipes, Amy Yang, Sarah Jefson, Ashley Hancock, and Nancy Powell; 2) a $1236 Donors Choose project was funded at Pageland Elementary for a subscription  to Scholastic StoryWork Magazines for all 4th grade students, and Literacy Night was recently held at the school; 3) New Heights students and staff dressed in Stoneman Douglas school colors, held a fund raiser and wrote encouragement posters which were sent to the Florida school following the recent shooting there; held Literacy Night and Career Day; received a $351 Donor’s Choose grant to purchase the K’Nex Roller Coaster Physics pack that will be used by Louanne Smith’s students to build an amusement park as they read the book Full Tilt; and a Girls’ STEM Fest was held for 8th grade girls with the theme, I Am Me, as well as a Middle School Explorer program for 8th grade students; 4) Jefferson Elementary students participated in the St. Jude Math-a-thon improving their math skills and raising $1530 for the St. Jude’s Children’s Hospital, as well as a successful spring literacy night; also, special education, kindergarten and 1st grade  students will enjoy a visit from Pleasant Valley Stables featuring a petting zoo, bouncy houses, etc.; and 5) at Central High, the Concert Band received an “Excellent” rating at the Concert Performance Assessment; and Robert Horton, building construction teacher, received a $1791 grant from the SC Mechanical Contractors Association.  Chairman Miles congratulated Mr. Horton’s class for placing 4th in the state at the Skills USA competition and thanked local businesses for their donations of supplies for the project.
IX.
Special Recognitions: Cheraw High Principal Dr. Jason Bryant and Wrestling Coach Terence Warren, along with Superintendent Goodwin and Chairman Miles, presented certificates to the following Cheraw High state wrestling champions:  Shawn Isaac and Nick Dozier.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for March.  Mr. Willard addressed the 2018-2019 budget and noted that specific numbers are not yet available.  There are numerous differences in the House and Senate 
versions.  Based on Act 388 and the 12-month average Consumer Price Index increase of 2.13% for CCSD, the percentage cap on a millage rate increase is 2.13% which equals 3.79 mills or about $300,000 in new, recurring revenue.  Hopefully, more definitive numbers and information will be available for the April 30 budget work session.  The current legislative session is scheduled to end May 10.  
XI.
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick and second by Mr. Coleman, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-H as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin, in the absence of Assistant Superintendent Anderson.  At this point, Dr. Goodwin introduced Dr. Shanika Harrington-David as the new principal of Petersburg Primary School for the 2018-2019 school year.  On behalf of the board, Chairman Miles welcomed Dr. David to the administrative team.
  XII.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, indicated that plans are being finalized for the Summer Reading Camp which will serve students entering grade 4 who need additional support in reading and writing.  The camp will operate June 4-28.   Mrs. Folsom reported that the MAP testing window began March 5th and will remain open until April 20th.  The assessment is used to predict how students may achieve on the SC READY in ELA and math.  The district had twelve 10th grade Junior Scholars who visited Limestone College, and 9th grade Junior Scholars will visit Winthrop University April 18th.  The following STEM Scholars will be attending three Saturday sessions at the Governor’s School of Math and Science in Hartsville:  Chesterfield-Ruby Middle – Evan Bittle and Jack Lane, and Long Middle – Cierra McMillon, Tenonta Simmons and Candice Harris.  These students will also receive a full scholarship to attend the summer residential camp, GoSci Tech.  Plans are to expand the program to include McBee Middle and New Heights Middle. 
XIII.  
Superintendent’s Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, the board approved McGregor & Co. LLP to serve as the school district auditing firm for up to five years, beginning with the year ending June 30, 2018, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  After a review of the four responses received from the RFP’s for auditing services, the above firm is recommended by the administration.  
Dr. Goodwin noted that plans are moving forward to conduct student registration online in August.  Board members received a draft of the 2018-2019 School Board Meeting Schedule for review.  Upcoming events include:  April 19, 20 and 21 – Central High musical performance, TOY Banquet May 8 at PLC at 6:00 pm, District Retirement Banquet May 10 at PLC at 6:00 pm, and Adult Education Graduation  May 22 at 6:00 pm at Chesterfield-Ruby Middle.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members of the April 30 budget work session scheduled at the District Office at 5:00 pm.  The regular monthly meeting will be Monday, May 14 at Palmetto Learning Center, with an executive session at 5:00 followed by the open session at 5:30 pm.  Mr. Miles thanked Mrs. Little and the Cheraw Primary staff for hosting the meeting.
