2018-2019 Budget Discussion:  Discussion continued regarding the 2018-2019 budget.  CFO Willard and Superintendent Goodwin reviewed a PowerPoint budget presentation which is based on the current Senate version of the budget.  The General Assembly has not yet reached a compromise between the House and Senate versions.  Challenges include pension reform, mandated step increases, the retiree cap, the teacher shortage impact, and programmatic concerns.  The administration noted preliminary adjustments and local considerations for board input.  The budget process includes a May 14 first reading, with second reading and recommended budget approval at the June 11 board meeting.
