  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Vick and second by Mr. Coleman.

IV.
Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
 V.
Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, teachers, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.

VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the May 14, 2018 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Sweeney extended congratulations to Superintendent Goodwin for being selected as the 2019 SCASA State Superintendent of the Year.  He also thanked district administration, teachers and staff for another excellent school year.
VIII.
Special Recognitions: Student Services Director Price congratulated the McBee High baseball team for winning the state championship and introduced head coach Chris Lloyd.  Coach Lloyd recognized the players who received certificates from the board.  Assistant coaches were also recognized.  Chairman Miles, on behalf of the board, congratulated team members, coaches and parents on this achievement which is an honor for McBee High and the school district.
 IX.
NIJ Update:  Coordinating Council Coordinator Mitchell presented an update on the National Institute of Justice (NIJ) project.  Large quantities of data have been collected which will be available to researchers who create or update programs that will benefit the youth in our county and across the country.  The project has funded seven additional school-based mental health counselors in the district, including in high schools, bringing the total number of counselors to ten.  There have been over 800 referrals to school-based mental health services, with over 300 students receiving services this year.  Ms. Mitchell noted that the project will be completed in CCSD by March 2019 and expressed appreciation to the school board and administration for their support of this project.  

    X.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for May.  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried unanimously, the board approved the attached SCAGO TAN resolution and GO bonds resolution.  Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried unanimously, to approve the attached GO bond resolution for technology.  CFO Willard and Superintendent Goodwin recommended second reading and final approval of the 2018-2019 general fund budget as presented.  Mr. Willard noted the following expenditure increases:  1% COLA for all employees, 1 step increase for all employees, 1 step addition to the classified salary schedule, 1 step addition to the administrator salary schedule, 1% employer retirement increase, and a 8.1% mandated employer health increase.  Following a few other revenue adjustments since first reading, the proposed budget now includes a deficit of $361,461 which would come from the general fund balance.  In response to a question from Mr. Teal, Mr. Willard confirmed that the budget proposal does not include a local millage increase.  Following additional discussion, second reading and final approval of the 2018-2019 general fund budget was granted as recommended by the administration on a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried by a vote of 8-0, with        Mr. Sweeney abstaining.

XI.
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Dr. Chapman, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-F as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.  Vice-Chairman Coleman indicated that Chairman Miles has recused himself from discussion/action regarding Exhibit G.  A motion was made by Mr. Sweeney and seconded by Dr. Chapman to approve Exhibit G as attached.  Mr. Coleman called for a show of hands and the motion carried by a vote of 5-3, with Mrs. Burch, Mr. Teal and Mr. Vick opposed.  
  XII.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, indicated that students at all elementary and middle school Title I schools have received books for summer reading which is important for maintaining a child’s reading level throughout the summer.   Mrs. Folsom reported that four district graduates have received the Liles Trust Scholarship which is given every four years through the Harrington Law Firm in Monroe NC.  Each recipient will receive $5000 each year for all four years they attend college.  An additional information sheet was provided regarding the summer reading camp which is serving 95 students.  It was noted that the adult education program is expecting a total of 40 graduates this year.  Chairman Miles commended Adult Education Director Hamilton and her staff for their efforts in improving and expanding the program.  

XIII.  
Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried unanimously, to approve the use of the following attorneys in 2018-2019:  Duff & Childs, LLC; Harris, McLeod and Ruffner; and Spencer Law Firm.

Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, second by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, the board approved first reading of the new Board Policy IKFC, Employability Credential, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  For information, board members received a copy of the accompanying Administrative Rule IKFC-R, Employability Credential, as well as a revised Administrative Rule IKA-R, Grading/Assessment Systems.  

Dr. Goodwin reported that he has no legislative update since the legislature has not been in session.  He noted that school closing and graduations went extremely smooth this year.  Board members received a copy of the 2018-2019 school calendar, with               Dr. Goodwin reminding the board that, in order to make the school days fit, Memorial Day 2019 is listed as the third make-up day if needed.  Other beginning of the year activities were highlighted.

Board members were invited to attend the ALPHA Arts Showcase which will take place Thursday, June 28 at noon at CRMS.

In closing, Superintendent Goodwin expressed appreciation to the school board, administrators, teachers and support staff for their hard work and dedication in making this year a success.  He reiterated that the focus of the district remains the children of Chesterfield County.
