  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  He noted that board member Vick is present by telephone.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Dr. Chapman, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, parents, students, teachers, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the May 8, 2017 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Chapman noted the following Cheraw Intermediate accomplishments:  1) third grade students participated in Read In, a reading celebration, with guest readers from the Cheraw schools, as well as community members; 2) students danced and sang to tunes of the 90’s at the annual Follies, with teachers and parents participating as well; and 3) students in 3rd, 4th, and 5th grades competed in the Battle of the Books, which included an Academic Bowl style contest.  Mr. Dusa commended McBee Elementary 4th grade teachers Amy Rivers, Brenda Whitley, and Laura Huggins for organizing a trip to historic Williamsburg VA.  He also congratulated 6th grade student Pacey McKenzie who received the first annual Jonathan Drew Character Award in  memory  of   student  Jonathan  Drew  who  passed  away  in  2016.   Mr.   Sweeney
acknowledged the cleanliness of schools and expressed appreciation to all CCSD staff for another great school year.   
VIII.
Special Recognitions:  Executive Director Folsom presented a certificate to Jimmy Patel, Central High 2017 Teaching Fellow.  Executive Director Price introduced McBee High golf coach Patrick Cook, who presented certificates to the following members of the state championship golf team:  Roger Newman, Matthew McCoy, Grant Sellers, Max Freeman, Tanner Webster, Grayson Winburn, and Matthew Johnson.  Chairman Miles, on behalf of the board, congratulated all recipients on their accomplishments.
   IX. 
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for May.  Upon a motion by Mr. Dusa, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, the board approved the attached SCAGO TAN resolution and GO Bonds resolution.  CFO Willard recommended second reading and final approval of the 2017-2018 general fund budget as presented.  Following a few adjustments since first reading, the proposed budget now includes a deficit of $677,993 which would come from the general fund balance.  Also included is a local 2 mill tax increase valued at approximately $220,000 of recurring revenue.  Following discussion, second reading and final approval of the 2017-2018 general fund budget was granted as recommended by the administration on a motion by Mrs. Burch, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried by a vote of 6-2, with   Mr. Teal and Mr. Vick opposed.

    X.
Personnel Report:  Chairman Miles congratulated Assistant Superintendent Anderson who recently obtained his doctorate.  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by    Dr. Chapman, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-F as recommended by Dr. Anderson.  Superintendent Goodwin introduced Damon Barnhill as the new principal of Central High School, effective July 1, 2017.
  XI.   Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that CCSD will offer the Read To Succeed course, Literacy Foundations, free of charge to all interested teachers during 2017-18.  The course will be taught by district literacy teachers.  Mrs. Folsom indicated that the summer ALPHA program begins today and runs through June 22nd, with the showcase taking place June 21st at noon at CRMS.  The Adult Education graduation ceremony was a success, with a total of 31 graduates.   
 XII.  Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Coleman, seconded by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, to approve the use of the following attorneys in 2017-2018:  Duff & Childs, LLC; Harris, McLeod and Ruffner; and Spencer Law Firm.

Upon a motion by Mr. Dusa, second by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, the board approved first reading of the revision of Board Policy ADF, School Wellness, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  For information, board members received a copy of the attached revision of Administrative Rule IKA-R, Grading/Assessment Systems.  

Superintendent Goodwin reported smooth school closings and graduation ceremonies with numerous student scholarships and academic awards, as well as multiple arts and athletic accomplishments.  Board members received copies of the 2017-2018 school calendar, with the July 4th holiday noted.  Dr. Goodwin informed board members of upcoming 2017-2018 events  which  include county  registration  day Tuesday, August 1,
the district kick-off to be held Friday, August 11 at Chesterfield-Ruby Middle School, and students returning Thursday, August 17.

XIII.   Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles indicated that board members should submit names for filling Advisory Council vacancies to the Chairman or Superintendent for approval at the August meeting.  

Mr. Miles noted that a board meeting will not be held in July unless required.  Board members who wish to attend the August 19-20 SCSBA School Law Conference in Myrtle Beach should contact the Superintendent’s office.
