  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa.

IV.
Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, District Teacher of the Year Charles Redfearn, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the June 12, 2017 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Sweeney congratulated Long Middle School for winning Third Prize in Connection Public Sector’s Classroom Makeover Giveaway.  He also commended the district staff and all involved in a super district kick-off event held at Chesterfield-Ruby Middle School.  Mr. Teal recognized Ruby Elementary teacher Rebecca Tolson who was selected to attend a one-week class at The Science P.L.U.S. Institute in Greenville this summer.  
VIII.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial reviews for June and July.  He noted that the June report is not final at this point, with auditors scheduled to begin work in the district the first two weeks in October.             Mr. Willard indicated that the state is providing $275 to all qualified, certified staff for the purchase of teaching supplies.
   IX.
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-F as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Dr. Anderson.  
    X.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that teachers are receiving intensive training in Algebra Nation, a teaching tool to provide access to resources and support for teachers.  The content is fully aligned with SC math standards.  Mrs. Folsom informed board members that a new law requires districts to provide student instruction in CPR and AED at least once during the four years of grades 9-12 effective this school year.  Instruction will be provided by p.e. teachers and certification is not provided.  In preparation for the August 21 Solar Eclipse, teachers will be providing instruction and classroom activities August 17 and 18, as well as information on eye safety and the proper way to view the eclipse.    

Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried unanimously, the board approved the attached revision of Local Board Approved Courses for 2017-18.   
  XI.   Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve second reading and final approval of the attached revision of Board Policy ADF, School Wellness, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.    

Dr. Goodwin recommended approval of the placement of a historical marker at the Long High School Site in Cheraw, to include the attached wording as approved by the South Carolina Department of Archives and History.  Unanimous approval was granted on a motion by Mr. Sweeney and second by Mr. Teal.  
Superintendent Goodwin also expressed appreciation to district staff for the tremendous amount of work in preparing for the opening of school and the August 11 kick-off day at CRMS.  He noted that kick-off day events are provided through local vendors at no cost to the district.  
Board members received copies of the official 2017-2018 school calendar, Elementary/Secondary Students Handbooks, and Fall Sports Schedules.  Included in the board member portals are copies of the 2016-17 Minority Vendor, Sole Source Procurement Justification, and Emergency Procurement Justification Reports.  August 17 is the first day for students, with no school for students on the August 21 Solar Eclipse day, and a Labor Day holiday September 4.

XII.    Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles indicated that board members should submit names for filling Advisory Council vacancies to the Chairman or Superintendent for approval at the September meeting.  

The SCSBA School Law Conference takes place August 19-20 in Myrtle Beach.          Mr. Miles reminded board members of the following meetings: a) regular monthly meeting September 11 at Central High, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30, and b) work session September 25 at 5:00 pm at the District Office, with topics including a focus on special education programs and any new information regarding the equity case.  Board members should contact Superintendent Goodwin or Chairman Miles with other suggestions for discussion.
