  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Central High School.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Dr. Chapman.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence in memory of 9/11 Patriot Day and in honor of those affected by Hurricanes Harvey and Irma.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Jefferson Elementary student David Oliver.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, District Teacher of the Year Charles Redfearn, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the August 14, 2017 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Burch recognized Central High juniors and seniors who participated in the Pee Dee Ed-Op Fair, which included representatives from over 40 colleges and universities, as well as branches of the military.  She also noted that Petersburg Primary staff and students participated in Olweus Bullying Prevention and PBIS programs with a Super Heroes Day.   Mr. Wayne congratulated McBee Elementary students who won numerous awards at the National Junior Beta Club Convention held this summer in Orlando, Florida.  He also noted that MES teachers Jennifer Byrd, Elizabeth Matthews, and Sheryl Cutler have received Donors Choose grants.  Mr. Dusa congratulated four Cheraw Primary teachers who received Donors Choose grants as follows:  Tish Hitesman, Seating for All, $242.99; Teresa Harpe, Sand and Water Extravaganza, $299.00; Kelly Hyatt, Flexible Seating, $580.34; and Katie Cribb, Room to Dream! A Place to Read, $433.41.  Mr. Teal recognized Edwards Elementary teacher Chasity Lisenby who was recently awarded Coker College’s Wiggins School of Education Educator of the Year Award for mentoring student teacher candidates.  He also noted that over 200 grandparents recently enjoyed a Grandparents Day lunch at Ruby Elementary.  Mr. Coleman congratulated three Pageland Elementary teachers who received Donors Choose grants as follows:  Logan Parker, $730.00 to purchase wobble chairs and yoga balls; Nicole Marcengill, $339.00 to purchase various classroom supplies; and Crystal Tadlock, $150 to purchase classroom supplies.

Chairman Miles, on behalf of the School Board, congratulated these students on their accomplishments.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for August.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-C as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Dr. Anderson.  
   XI.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that Edwards Elementary has added an additional CDEP class along with their existing 4K class, with students attending all day rather than a half day.  Cheraw Primary and Petersburg Primary received CDEP funding to support the two additional 4K classes added through a Community Block grant.  Mrs. Folsom announced that Reading Recovery is again being offered in the district.  It is an intervention program specifically designed for first grade students.  Mrs. Folsom indicated that the following teachers were selected to attend the Roper Mountain Science Center this summer:  Elizabeth Evans-Razi, McBee High; Tiffany Jackson, Jefferson Elementary; and Rebecca Tolson, Ruby Elementary.

Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Sweeney, seconded by           Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve first reading of the revision of Board Policy BDFA, Education Advisory Councils, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  The revision will bring the policy in line with current legislation.   

Dr. Goodwin expressed appreciation to everyone involved in making this year a very smooth school opening.  

Board members were reminded that February 19, 2018 will be the make-up day for the day missed September 11, 2017 due to weather concerns regarding Hurricane Irma.  Make-up days are listed on the approved school calendar.
Superintendent Goodwin noted the following upcoming events:  Saturday,         September 23 – Sixth Annual Sandhills Classic Band Invitational at McBee High; and Monday, October 9 – staff development day for employees with no school for students.

Chairman’s Comments:  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, to approve the addition of the following members to Advisory Councils as listed:  Pageland/Jefferson attendance area – Allison T. Burch; and McBee attendance area – Ronald Griggs and Sue James.
