  I.
Call to Order:  Chairman Miles called the special session to order at 5:00 p.m. at the District Office and welcomed those present.  
 II.
Agenda Approval/Pledge of Allegiance:  Dr. Chapman moved, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mrs. Burch and second by Mr. Teal, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Dusa and second by Mr. Teal.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Dusa and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-C as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Dr. Anderson.

Superintendent’s Report:  Superintendent Goodwin reviewed a PowerPoint presentation regarding the new South Carolina Accountability Plan which was developed over a two-year period by EOC in response to the General Assembly requirement to merge state and federal systems.  Dr. Goodwin noted that stakeholder input was received and largely ignored.  There are five performance levels ranging from “Unsatisfactory” to “Excellent.”       

A PowerPoint presentation was also reviewed regarding the one-time allocation by the Legislature of $55.8 million for capital funds, referred to “Abbeville funds.”  Funds will be allocated to the “Abbeville districts” involved in the equity lawsuit against the state, as well as other districts with a poverty index of 80% or greater, for a total of 48 districts.    

Funding is available for upgrades in the following categories:  1) health and safety, 2) technology inside school facilities, 3) CTE programs, and 4) deferred maintenance.  CCSD has identified the following priorities:  1) ten schools with roofing needs-top three schools are Cheraw Primary, McBee High, and Cheraw High, 2) HVAC needs at Central and Cheraw High, 3) kitchen hood needs, 4) and security camera updates.  Dr. Goodwin indicated that the district has been allocated $987,775 in capital funds for roof repairs in the district.
