  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mrs. Burch, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence in memory of Helen Phillips, Cheraw Intermediate media specialist, and in honor of those affected by Hurricane Maria and the mass shooting in Las Vegas.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Pageland Elementary student Hailey Lowery.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, District Teacher of the Year Charles Redfearn, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the September 18 and 25, 2017 board meetings.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Wayne congratulated McBee Elementary teacher Jennifer Byrd who received a $337 Donors Choose grant for an iPad compatible printer and ink cartridges for her 6th grade class.  He also noted that Plainview Elementary kicked off their OLWEUS Anti-Bullying program with a week of activities ending with an ice cream celebration.  Mr. Wayne also thanked McBee High baseball coaches Chuck Hawkins and Chris Lloyd for their efforts in raising money to build batting cages on the baseball field.  Mrs. Burch expressed appreciation to Lynches River Electric Cooperative for giving Petersburg Primary a $2000 grant for mathematics resources, as well as providing volunteer mentors throughout the school year.  Mr. Coleman announced the following New Heights Middle activities:  1) Over 100 students are participating in the Chesterfield County Release Time Bible program; 2) Students participating in the new CEBC after-school program went on a free educational excursion to Ripley’s Aquarium of Myrtle Beach; 3) 8th grade health students experienced a touch of college life with a recent trip to Coker College with teacher Jennifer DeWitt; 4) students wrote letters to children affected by the disasters in Texas and have begun a school supply collection drive for students whose schools were damaged in Texas and Florida; 5) 27 new students are being inducted into the Jr. Beta Club; and 6) A Gullah historian and storyteller will educate 8th grade students on the contributions of African Americans in South Carolina.  Mr. Dusa congratulated Cheraw Primary teacher Olivia Pegues who received a $533 Donors Choose grant entitled “Flexible Seating Options.”

Special Recognitions:  State Forestry representatives Justin Smith and Stephanie Meetz presented Superintendent Goodwin and Chairman Miles a check in the amount of $407,798.75 in lieu of property taxes on the land.  The amount represents 25% of the Sandhills State Forest revenues.  Mr. Miles thanked the Forestry Commission for their partnership and acknowledged the efforts by the E. B. Earle family in ensuring that these funds are received by the school district.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for September.  Mr. Willard reported that the auditors have collected a lot of information from the district and are working on the audit report.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A and B as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Dr. Anderson.  
   XI.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that Algebra Nation is a free resource through the State Department available to 20 district Algebra 1 and Algebra 2 teachers to help Algebra students on their EOC exam.  Mrs. Folsom reported a successful Band Invitational held at McBee High September 23 with a record number of bands participating, including all CCSD bands.  Cheraw High agriculture teacher Jesse McGee recently received the Outstanding Regular Educator of the Year Award at the state CTE Conference.  Mrs. Folsom indicated that board members have received a revised Academic Bowl Schedule with the October 23 Cheraw at McBee match rescheduled for November 13.

Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Sweeney, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, to approve second reading and approval of the attached revision of Board Policy BDFA, Education Advisory Councils, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.     

The 2017 Academic Bowl Schedule has been posted for board members.  Board members were reminded of late work days for schools and District Office staff for parent/teacher conferences October 26 and November 9.
Superintendent Goodwin noted the following upcoming events:  Saturday, October 28 – Long High School Historical Marker Dedication Ceremony at Long Middle at 1:00; and November 13 and 14 – Fine Arts Festival at McBee High, concluding with a District Concert and presentation of Superintendent’s Art Awards November 14 at 6:00 in the gym.

Chairman’s Comments:  Action on Advisory Council appointments was tabled since no new names have been submitted.  Board members received an updated list of members.  
Board member Teal will serve as the Delegate for the SC Delegate Assembly     December 2.  Board members should contact the superintendent’s office by November 3 if they wish to attend the SCSBA Legislative Conference/Delegate Assembly in Charleston December 1-3.  
Chairman Miles reminded board members of the special session October 30 at 5:00 pm at the District Office, to begin the Superintendent’s evaluation process.  The regular monthly meeting will be Monday, November 13 at Palmetto Learning Center, with an executive session at 5:00 followed by the open session at 5:30.
