  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Vick, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence, and   the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Cheraw Intermediate student Kennedy Miller.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, District Teacher of the Year Charles Redfearn, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the October 9 and 30, 2017 board meetings.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Coleman congratulated Pageland Elementary teacher Polly Atkinson who received a $500 Donors Choose grant for nonfiction books for struggling 3rd grade readers.  The 3rd grade also won a free field trip to the SC Aquarium in Charleston.  Mr. Coleman also recognized Central High teacher Charles Brown who received a $2000 grant as part of the 2017 Voya Unsung Heroes awards competition.  “Eagles Graphics” focuses on coupling marketing principles with creative and entrepreneurial skills.  Mr. Brown will now compete with other finalists for one of the top three prizes – an additional $5000, $10,000 or $25,000 from Voya Financial.                 Mr. Sweeney congratulated Cheraw Primary teacher Olivia Pegues who received a $119.88 Donors Choose grant for a classroom project entitled “Choice Seating.”        Mrs. Burch congratulated Petersburg Primary for winning the March of Dimes School Challenge, having raised $2605.  She also noted that The Rugged Cross Riders from Rock Hill recently donated 300 coats for Petersburg Primary students and had earlier donated a huge amount of school supplies to the school.  Mrs. Burch congratulated Jefferson Elementary teacher Christian Stokes who recently flew to the Olympic Training Center in California to compete for a spot on the Olympic Javelin Team for the 2020 Summer Olympics.  Jefferson Elementary also held a successful Fall Run Fun event and its first ever Freaky Friday Character Day.  Mr. Vick recognized the Chesterfield High marching band for winning Lower State and coming in as runner-up at the State competition, as well as the football team for finishing second in the region.  In the absence of Mr. Dusa and Dr. Chapman, Dr. Goodwin announced that Cheraw Intermediate has revived it Big Buddy mentoring program with 9 current mentors.  CIS employees Tracy Hatcher and Stephanie Rogers worked with the Cheraw High football players and cheerleaders to coordinate an activity to encourage reading.  Dr. Goodwin also noted the following Long Middle activities:  1) Ms. Gordon’s 7th grade ELA students read suspense stories, including “The Black Cat” by Edgar Allen Poe.  Students participated in mock trials and facilitated questions and discussions, 2) Ms. Oakley’s 8th grade classes recently participated in a Book Tasting, funded by a Donor’s Choose grant, where they browsed new books in the library that were set up restaurant style and created a menu of books they are interested in reading, 3) Ms. McGinnis’ 8th grade Algebra class is participating in Algebra Nation, a 24/7 online resource for students, and 4) The Social Studies Department recently hosted a Veterans Day breakfast and program for local Veterans.  
VIII.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for October.  Mr. Willard indicated that he expects to receive a draft of the audit report soon.  
  IX.
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A – F as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Dr. Anderson.  
    X.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that Clemson University consultants recently met with Olweus Bullying Prevention trainers and school coordinators.  Mrs. Folsom recognized the following local OBPP/PBIS consultants who have achieved national certification: Janice Rivers, Chesterfield High; Susan Sullivan, McBee Elementary and High; Jennifer Tomberlin, Ruby and Plainview; and Travis Rivers, Chesterfield-Ruby Middle and Edwards.  
Mrs. Folsom reviewed a PowerPoint presentation entitled, “The Path Toward the K-12 Modern Learning Environment.”  The K-12 challenge involves infusing technology into the classroom, student-centered learning, defining the 1:1 classroom, transforming traditional classrooms into modern learning environments, and district leadership team planning.      
  XI.  
Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Sweeney, seconded by             Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve first reading of the revision of Board Policy IHAM, Health Education, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  Upon a motion by Mr. Sweeney and second by Mrs. Burch, first reading of the revision of Board Policy IHBA, Special Education Programs for Handicapped/Disabled Students, was unanimously approved as recommended by Dr. Goodwin.  A motion was made by       Mr. Sweeney, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve first reading of the revision of Board Policy IHCA, Summer School, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  Board members received a copy of the revision of Administrative Rule IKA-R, Grading/Assessment Systems, as it pertains to this year’s senior class.   

Superintendent Goodwin presented a Data Review for 2016-2017.  He indicated that the Legislature has “paused” ratings due to changes in assessments.  The new State and Federal Accountability systems are under development and the State Report Card will have data but no ratings.  Dr. Goodwin reviewed scores in SC Ready, SC Pass, and End of Course.  He also presented information regarding dual credit enrollment, CATE completers, scholarship dollar offers, expulsions, adult education enrollment, and the on time graduation rate which is projected to be 90.2%.   

Superintendent Goodwin expressed appreciation to the district marching bands and ROTC programs for participating in the County Veterans Day parade, as well as Veterans Day programs held in the schools.  

Dr. Goodwin congratulated the Cheraw High football team which will travel to Abbeville Friday, November 17, as they advance in the next round of playoffs.  Board members received information regarding upcoming winter sports schedules.
Board members were invited to attend the November 13 and 14 Fine Arts Festival at McBee High, concluding with a District Concert and presentation of Superintendent’s Art Awards November 14 at 6:00 in the gym.  Superintendent Goodwin noted that schools and the District Office will be closed November 22-24 for fall break.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members of the December1-3 SCSBA Legislative Conference/Delegate Assembly in Charleston and noted the regular monthly meeting will be Monday, December 11 at Edwards Elementary School, with an executive session at 5:00 followed by the open session at 5:30.

Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried unanimously, the board entered executive session to discuss a personnel matter pertaining to the evaluation of the superintendent.  The board returned to open session on a motion by Mrs. Burch and second by Mr. Coleman.

Superintendent’s Evaluation:  Mr. Sweeney moved that, in light of the very favorable evaluation that our Superintendent, Dr. J. Harrison Goodwin, has received again this year from our Board, we are extending his contract to June 30, 2020.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously.
