  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Edwards Elementary School.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence, and   the Pledge of Allegiance was led by New Heights Middle student Abby Lear.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, students, parents, media, Sheriff’s Department representative, District Teacher of the Year Charles Redfearn, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the November 13, 2017 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Vick recognized Caleb Pate, who saved the life of a T. L. Hannah High student who suffered a medical emergency on the basketball court.  Mr. Pate will be working as a trainer at Chesterfield High next year, through McLeod Regional Medical Center-Cheraw.  Mr. Vick recognized Ruby Elementary for holding its first annual “Real Men Read” event, as well as RES teacher Rhonda Stokes who received a $1625 ExploreLearning grant for the Reflex Educator program that enables students in grades 2-8 to develop instant, effortless recall of math facts.  He also noted that Edwards Elementary kindergarten teachers received a $2000 Wal-Mart Community Grant and a $500 Schaeffler Group Grant which will be used to buy books for teaching reading and writing.  Mr. Wayne congratulated Plainview Elementary for receiving a $1000 donation from the Pageland Wal-Mart Transportation Office.  Also, eleven students were recently inducted into the Plainview Jr. Beta Club.  Mr. Teal congratulated CRMS 8th grade student Linda Brock, who recently won the county-wide Christmas card artwork contest sponsored by Hospice of Chesterfield County.  Eighth grader Kadence Haire finished third in the contest.  Mr. Coleman recognized New Heights Middle for recently holding a Hawk PRIDE celebration, with student eligibility increasing on average of 10% per grade level.  All Honor Roll students were treated to an ice cream social and All “A” Honor Roll students were treated to a trip to the Ball Theater in Pageland.  A local fire department offered NHMS students information regarding fire safety and prevention.  In addition, the FCA raised $727 to purchase needed items and gifts for less fortunate families.

Special Recognitions:  Fine Arts Director Hoffman, along with Superintendent Goodwin and Board Chair Miles, presented certificates to the following Superintendent’s Art Award winners:  Primary-Maggie Philemon, Jefferson Elementary; Elementary-Hailey Boan, Cheraw Intermediate; Middle-Abby Lear, New Heights; and Secondary-Jose Palacios, Central High.


Literacy Coordinator Shari Stubbs, along with Superintendent Goodwin and Board Chair Miles, presented certificates to Distinguished Reading Teachers from each school.      Mrs. Stubbs noted that, of the five finalists selected by the Pee Dee International Reading Association, NHMS teacher Kristen Kingen was selected as the Pee Dee IRA Secondary Teacher and will represent CCSD at the upcoming SCIRA Conference in February.


Chairman Miles, on behalf of the Board, congratulated these students and teachers.

  IX.
Teacher Forum Report – District Teacher of the Year Charles Redfearn reported that Option A of the proposed 2018-2019 school calendars, which received a majority vote from employees, is recommended for board approval by the Teacher Forum.  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, the board approved Option A as the 2018-2019 school calendar.  Superintendent Goodwin noted that, if legislation is passed allowing districts to start classes before August 20, 2018, the start date will be reevaluated.  He expressed appreciation to the Teacher Forum calendar committee for their hard work.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for November.  Mr. Willard indicated that the audit report will be presented at the January board meeting.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A–F as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  
 XII.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that class and school Spelling Bees are being held, and the District Spelling Bee will be Tuesday, January 9 at 6 pm at Palmetto Learning Center.  Mrs. Folsom indicated that the district Fine Arts Festival was held recently at McBee High and McBee Elementary.  The festival is presented as fulfillment of the district’s Fine Arts mission and strategic plan.  A successful year in Adult Education was reported, with six GED diplomas issued, along with four high school diplomas.

Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Coleman, seconded by             Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve second reading/approval of the attached revision of Board Policy IHAM, Health Education, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  Upon a motion by Mr. Dusa and second by Dr. Chapman, second reading/approval of the attached revision of Board Policy IHBA, Special Education Programs for Handicapped/Disabled Students, was unanimously approved as recommended by Dr. Goodwin.  A motion was made by Mr. Sweeney, seconded by   Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve second reading/approval of the attached revision of Board Policy IHCA, Summer School, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  
Board members received a copy of the revised School Board Meeting Schedule, with the date of the February meeting changed to February 5, 2018.
Superintendent Goodwin noted that schools will be closed December 18-January 1 for winter break, with the District Office closed December 19-January 1.  Board members were invited to attend the January 9 District Spelling Bee at 6 pm at PLC, as well as the January 11 Academic Bowl Banquet at 5 pm at PLC.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members of the regular monthly meeting Monday, January 8, 2018 at Palmetto Learning Center, with an executive session at 5:00 followed by the open session at 5:30 pm.   A budget work session is scheduled January 22 in the District Office Board Room at 5 pm.
