  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.
 II.
Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chesterfield High student Beau Horne.  

III.
Oath of Office:  Superintendent Goodwin administered the oath of office to the following re-elected board members: Kim Burch, Wayne Chapman, Darin Coleman, and Wesley Miles.
IV.
Election of Officers:  Mr. Miles declared all offices vacant and turned the meeting over to Superintendent Goodwin.  Dr. Goodwin opened the floor for nominations for board chair.  Board member Sweeney made a motion to elect the same slate of officers for a two-year term as follows:  Chairman – Wesley R. Miles, Vice-Chairman – Darin M. Coleman, and Secretary – Eric G. Dusa.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously.  Mr. Miles assumed the chair and thanked the board for its vote of confidence.
V.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

VI.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.  
VIII.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the December 10, 2018 board meeting.
  IX.
Board Comments:  Board member Burch congratulated Pageland Elementary teacher Kayla Hawksworth who received a $500.00 Donors Choose grant entitled “Reading for Enjoyment.”  The grant includes a collection of student requested books.  Mr. Dusa recognized six Long Middle teachers who are receiving Donors Choose grants as indicated:  1) Mr. Redfearn is receiving a Microsoft Surface, tripod, videorecorder, and other materials for his broadcast program; 2) Mrs. Garrell, Mrs. Chapman, Mrs. Gordon and Ms. Oakley are receiving new books for their classrooms; and 3) Mrs. Robertson is receiving funding for flexible seating in her classroom.  Also, Dr. White took his career classes to tour the Palmetto Brick facility to learn the different aspects of running the business.  In addition, the SGA sponsored Teacher Appreciation Night at the basketball games where each teacher received a monogrammed glass.  Parents were honored by the Athletic Department with presentations from the players.  Dr. Chapman noted that Cheraw Primary teacher Ms. Michelle Parnell received a $308.94 Donors Choose “Savy Techs” grant whereby her students will receive 5 Amazon Fire 7 tablets along with the Kid-Proof Back covers; Cheraw Primary teacher Rene Cato received a $382.94 “Snap Tech Kindergarten” Donors Choose grant which will provide her classroom with Write and Wipe Lapboard Erasers, a Heavy Duty Pocket Chart, a Magnetic Letters Kit, and 3 Amazon Kindle Fire 7 Kids Edition Tablets; and Jennifer Cassidy, whose classroom received extensive damage during Hurricane Florence, received two Donors Choose grants funded by Horace Mann for a total of $3500 to purchase trade books, literacy books, and other items to replace damaged items.  Mr. Teal congratulated Edwards Elementary teacher Candice Godfrey who received the following Donors Choose grants:  a $217 grant for classroom supplies and a $245.53 grant for flexible seating.                  Mr. Coleman recognized the following teachers who received Donor’s Choose grants fully funded by Duke Energy:  Celeste Scarboro received a $380 grant for a project titled “Bigger Libraries, Bigger Ideas! Reading and Writing Resources,” Nancy Plyler received a $505 grant for a project titled “Writer’s Basic Needs,” and Megan Zahler received $522.95 for a project titled “Encouraging Readers and Writers.”

Special Recognitions: Chairman Miles and Superintendent Goodwin presented a certificate and pin from SCSBA to board member Chad Vick in recognition of his 15 years of service as a school board member.  Dr. Goodwin expressed appreciation to all board members for their hard work and loyalty to the children of CCSD.  He noted the range of experience for board members, with Mr. Sweeney having served 34 years while Mr. Teal is in his third year of service.  Dr. Goodwin indicated that January is designated by the SC Schools Boards Association as School Board Recognition Month, and schools will be contacting board members about activities being planned in their honor.  Board members signed a Pledge of Ethical Principles which was adopted by the SCSBA Delegate Assembly.

Directors Folsom and Sowell presented certificates to the All-District Academic Bowl team members and a plaque to Cheraw High, the District Academic Bowl winner.       Mrs. Sowell noted that McBee High was runner-up.  


CTE Director Haile presented certificates to the following CTE teachers who received National Board recognitions:  Latonya Watson, Cheraw High (new); and Regina Johnson, McBee High (renewal). 


Chairman Miles, on behalf of the Board, congratulated these students and teachers.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for December.
 XII.  
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Vick, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-C as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.
XIII.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, noted that the Kindergarten Connections program will begin January 15, giving qualified kindergarten students additional literacy support with a certified teacher.  Mrs. Folsom announced that school spelling bee winners have been selected, and the district spelling bee will be held January 15 at PLC.  Board members were informed that 8 high school diplomas and 10 GED diplomas were earned through Adult Education prior to winter break.

Superintendent’s Report:  In regard to the federal government shutdown, Superintendent Goodwin reported that the food service programs are funded through March and there are no issues with other federal programs at this time.  Dr. Goodwin announced the following proposed agenda items for the January 28 board work session:  finance, school safety, and the College and Career Ready program. 
It was noted that January 21 is the Martin Luther King, Jr. holiday for students and staff, and schools and District Office staff will work late January 24 and 31.  Board members were reminded that March 29, 2019 is the filing deadline for the 2019 Statement of Economic Interests forms.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members of the work session January 28 at the District Office beginning at 5:00.  The next regular monthly meeting will be February 11 at Plainview Elementary School, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30.
