  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Plainview Elementary School.
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to amend the agenda to move Items II and III to follow the executive session.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal.

IV.
Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Plainview Elementary student Raegan Griggs.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.
 VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the January 14 and 28, 2019 board meetings.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Vick congratulated the CRMS girls’ basketball team for being undefeated this season with a record of 10-0, and winning the County Tournament January 23.  Mr. Wayne recognized the following McBee Elementary accomplishments:  1) Jeb Byrd, 4th grader, recently won both the county and state level Soil and Water Conservation Poster contest and will now compete at the National level; and 2) At the State Beta Convention, the Junior Beta received fifteen awards for the Elementary Division 1, and five awards for the Division 2 competitions.  He also noted that  Plainview  Elementary  students  won  numerous   awards  at  the  State  Junior  Beta 
Convention, including first place in Mixed Media, as well as second, third, fourth, and fifth places in other areas.  Mr. Dusa acknowledged Cheraw Intermediate accomplishments as listed:  1) teacher Adam Mullins and his class participated in a project sponsored by the American Heart Association raising awareness about heart healthy living and the school donated $250 to the AMA; 2) teacher Kris Houser received a $250 Donors Choose grant for a project titled “An Art Gallery for the World” and       3) the school received a check for $250 from Duke Energy.  In the fall, the National Theatre for Children presented the play, “Showdown at Resource Ranch.”  It taught our students the importance of conserving energy and parents received energy conservation strategies and devices.  As a result, the school has saved over 20,000 kilowatt hours and received a certificate for outstanding contribution to energy conservation, earning the distinction of My Energy Kit Challenge Champion.  Mr. Teal noted that Ruby Elementary fifth grade students, teachers, parent volunteers, and support staff Green Team members received a green t-shirt from the Chesterfield County Soil and Water Conservation Commissioners and were challenged by the Commissioners to collect 2 tons of waste by the end of the school year.  As of January 31, over 1,700 pounds had been collected and sent for recycling.  Along with recycling, over 350 pounds of plastic have been collected in the school’s TREX Challenge initiative.  TREX then turns it into decking boards made of 95% recycled content.  The school is hopeful that it may earn a bench made from TREX material from this challenge.  Mr. Coleman announced that the Central High FFA was awarded a grant to help the Pageland Chamber of Commerce with their Pick Pageland Movement, allowing them to buy and plant flowers in downtown Pageland and help the Chamber in other ways as needed.  He also noted the following New Heights Middle accomplishments:  1) The Junior Beta Club received the following awards during the January convention:  1st Place Visual Arts – Sculpture (invited to compete at the National Convention in Oklahoma City); 2nd Place Technology; 2nd Place 2D Dimension – Banner; and 2nd Place T-Shirt Design; 2) Mrs. Smith traveled with teams from each grade level to the Future City competition held recently at USC-Aiken.  Each grade level won an award and all five teams scored above the region average in the following categories:  Virtual City, City Essay, and Project Plan.  Three of the teams scored above the region average in the City Model area; 3) Mr. Nipay, 7th grade math teacher, secured two Donors Choose grants for classroom supplies and supplemental instructional materials; and 4) Mrs. Williams, 6th grade teacher, secured a grant from the Reflex Math Grant program for supplemental classroom instructional materials.

Special Recognitions: Exceptional Children Director Rogers and Transition Coordinator Sam Price presented certificates to the following teachers:  1) Adam Mullins, Cheraw Intermediate teacher, received the SC Council for Exceptional Children General Educator of the Year Award; and 2) Central High teacher Sandra Myers received a $750 grant from the SCCEC to purchase classroom materials and supplies.  Chairman Miles, on behalf of the Board, thanked the teachers for their dedication and hard work to benefit district students.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for January.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick and second by Mr. Coleman, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-D as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.
  XI.  Curriculum Report:  Assessment Coordinator Hough, in the absence of Executive Director Folsom, reviewed the curriculum report.  She noted that CCSD was one of seven recipients of the SC Community Block Grant for Education pilot program in the amount of $114,410.  These funds will be used to continue to provide books for students for home libraries and provide math professional development to 4K and 5K.  Mrs. Hough reported that ELA Coordinator Stubbs recently presented at the South Carolina Council of Teachers of English Conference, focusing on the district-wide interdisciplinary approach to vocabulary in middle schools.  The following CTE activities were reported:  18 McBee High students received OSHA credentials and attended the SC AgriBiz & Farm Expo; 15 Chesterfield High Health Science juniors achieved Basic Life Support certification; 15 Cheraw High Horticulture students recently participated in the SC AgriBiz & Farm Expo Youth Day; and 8 Central High Building Construction students recently qualified to receive NCCER Core Curriculum certification.
XII.     Superintendent’s Report:  Spring sports schedules have been loaded in the board portal.  Superintendent Goodwin noted that representatives from Clemson University will meet with district administration March 15 for a Listen and Learn session.  Upcoming district events are scheduled as follows:  May 7 – Teacher of the Year Banquet at 6:00 pm at PLC, May 16 – Retirement Banquet at 6:00 pm with location to be determined, and    May 21 – Adult Education Graduation at 6:00 pm at Chesterfield-Ruby Elementary School.
XIII.   Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles indicated that the SCSBA Convention will be held February 21-24 in Hilton Head.  The next regular monthly meeting will be March 11 at Palmetto Learning Center, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30.  The deadline to register for the March 13 SCSBA Day at the Capitol is February 21.   Board members were reminded that March 30, 2019 is the filing deadline for the 2019 Statement of Economic Interests forms.  Mr. Miles thanked Principal Beth Melton and the Plainview Elementary staff for hosting the meeting.
