  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Vick and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.
III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Vick, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Vick and second by Mr. Coleman.

IV.
Public Comment:  Chairman Miles read the board policy regarding public participation.  New Heights Middle School student G’Kailia Miles indicated that she has experienced bullying at school for the past two years and that action needs to be taken to prevent school bullying.  CCSD bus drivers Jessica Raley and Phelisha Blakeney expressed concerns regarding bus driver pay, the need for more bus drivers, bus driver appreciation, and the need for more training regarding weather, discipline and safety on buses.  McBee area citizen Amber Goff spoke regarding transportation needs for her autistic son who attends Jefferson Elementary School.  The regular bus driver has been on medical leave and Ms. Goff has received several calls recently stating that a sub is not available to drive and asking if she can bring him to school and/or pick him up after school.  Ms. Goff stated that she works in Hartsville and this is a major hardship for her family.  She noted that his IEP states that the school district is responsible for transportation.  Cheraw Police Chief Keith Thomas addressed a recent incident at Cheraw High School involving fighting in the Commons area during “Tomahawk Time” when all students eat lunch at the same time.  The fight became out of control and police officers were  called to assist.  Mr. Thomas  expressed  the  need  for  improved  communication between school district 
officials and the police department.  He offered suggestions for ways to improve discipline at Cheraw High.  Mr. Miles, on behalf of the School Board, thanked the citizens for their comments and noted that the administration will respond to their concerns.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Long Middle student Johnley Gonzales.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.
VII.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the February 11, 2019 board meeting.
VIII.
Board Comments:  Board member Vick congratulated the following Edwards Elementary teachers who received Donors Choose grants:  Laura Katherine Folger - $211.60; Mamie Sellers - $500; and Anita Oliver - $570.  Mrs. Burch recognized the following Petersburg Primary teachers who received Donors Choose grants:  Deanna Russell - $327.74, and Kyle Pollard - $388.40.  Mr. Sweeney congratulated 34 Long Middle students who were inducted into the National Junior Beta Club and noted that teachers and students recently participated in Read Across America Day.  Mr. Teal announced that the Chesterfield-Ruby Middle academic challenge team finished the regular season undefeated with a 6-0 record, and students put on two outstanding performances of the play “Ransom of Red Chief” made possible by an arts grant.  Finally, Mr. Coleman congratulated Central High 10th grade student Savannah Phillips, who won the Chesterfield County Library System’s Short Story Contest.  Her story will be published in the Library System’s Literary Magazine.   
  IX.
Special Recognitions: Federal Programs Director Hoffman presented a certificate to Cheraw High band member Margaret Jean Harris in recognition of All State Trumpet and All State Jazz.  Director Folsom and Coordinator Hough presented certificates to the following spelling bee winners:  Raegan Griggs, Plainview Elementary, Runner-up, and Brayden Burr, Ruby Elementary, Winner.  Thirteen Junior Scholars received certificates presented by Director Folsom and Coordinator Hough.   Chairman Miles, on behalf of the Board, congratulated the students for their accomplishments.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for February.  He reviewed a PowerPoint presentation regarding the House Ways & Means budget proposal for 2019-2020.  He noted Base Student Cost (BSC) has been renamed State Aid to Classrooms.  Mr. Willard pointed out that all information is preliminary at this time, including state aid to classrooms, cost of living adjustments, teacher starting pay, etc.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-D as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.
 XII.   Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom reviewed the curriculum report.  She noted that a math early education specialist is continuing her work with 4K teachers.  In 
addition, an early childhood specialist has been monitoring CERDEP and 4K classrooms, where CERDEP classrooms were rated 4.56 out of a possible 5 using the ELLCO tool.  Mrs. Folsom announced the following state awards received by CCSD Adult Education at a recent staff development program:   Outstanding Growth and Highest TABE Post-test Average in the state.

Superintendent’s Report:  In a legislative update, Superintendent Goodwin indicated that the proposed House Education Reform Bill includes additional mandates with no funding.  One proposal is to move the Adult Education program under the umbrella of technical colleges.  The state’s technical colleges are not in favor of this proposal.         Dr. Goodwin reported that the administration is meeting with Clemson University officials to discuss the Call Me Mister program and the placement of student teachers in Chesterfield County.  

Board members were given a list of 2019-2020 Teachers of the Year and invited to the District Teacher of the Year Banquet May 7 at 6:00 pm at PLC.  Other upcoming district events include the May 16 Retirement Banquet at 6:00 pm with location to be determined, and the May 21 Adult Education Graduation at 6:00 pm at Chesterfield-Ruby Middle School.
XIV.   Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members that March 30 is the filing deadline for the 2019 Statement of Economic Interests forms.  The next regular monthly meeting will be April 8 at Cheraw Intermediate School, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30.  The deadline to register for the April 10 SCSBA Day at the Capitol is March 29.   Mr. Miles also reminded board members that a budget work session is scheduled April 29 at 5:00 at the District Office.
