  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Cheraw Intermediate School.
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Dusa moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.
III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Central High student Jzurnee Myers.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.
 VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Teal moved, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the March 11, 2019 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Wayne recognized Plainview Elementary for receiving a score of 100 on a recent DHEC inspection.  He congratulated McBee Elementary teacher Terri Byrd who received a Donors Choose grant to supplement the science curriculum using STEM design.  Mr. Wayne noted that the chorus recently performed at their annual Chorus Dinner Theater, where the funds raised will benefit the arts program and the softball program, and the chorus also recently returned from a performance at Walt Disney World in Orlando FL.  Mrs. Burch recognized New Heights teacher Julian Harriott who received a $2000 Wal-Mart grant to help students learn ELA concepts, and teacher Chad Johnson who received a $1000 Donors Choose grant to 
purchase a new keyboard for the chorus classes.  Mr. Coleman extended an invitation from Central High for board members to attend the musical, Grease, April 11-13 at 7:00 pm in the school gym.  Dr. Chapman recognized the following Cheraw Intermediate accomplishments:  1) Third grade teacher Mrs. McLaurin received a $800 Donors Choose grant  for leveled books to supplement her classroom library; 2) Through a Wal-Mart grant and donations from local churches, 22 “food boxes” were distributed to needy families; 3) In partnership with Northeastern Rural Health Network, a fitness program has been started encouraging students to be more active; 4) 34 students were recently inducted in the National Elementary Honor Society; and 5)  The school recently received its second score of 100 from a recent DHEC inspection.  Mr. Teal announced that the Chesterfield-Ruby Middle engineering challenge team received the following awards: 
2nd place in bridge building, 3rd in mystery challenge, 3rd in rocketry, as well as a 1st place in photography by student Katie Tate.  CRMS also earned a Superior with Distinction at this year’s SC Band Directors Association Concert Performance Assessment.  
VIII.
Special Recognitions:  CTE/IT Executive Director Haile and Executive Director Folsom presented certificates to the following students who received awards at recent state conferences:  1) Jzurnee Myers, Central High, elected as SC DECA Vice President of Leadership; 2) Austin English and Will Jordan, Chesterfield High, 1st place in Mechatronics; 3) Chesterfield High, 1st place in Virtual Enterprise; 4) Tristian Butler, Dylan Jenkins, CJ Johnson, and Colin Vaughn, Chesterfield High, 1st place in Economic Research; 5) Heather Burton, Abigail Griffith, Beau Horne, Maggie Horne, and Olivia Teal, Chesterfield High, 1st place in Parliamentary Procedure; 6) Tristian Butler, Chesterfield High, 1st place in Computer Network Technology; and 7) George Coker Furr, Long Middle, 1st place in Prepared Speech and SC State Middle School Representative.  Chairman Miles, on behalf of the Board, congratulated the students for their accomplishments.  

  IX.
IT Update:  Instructional Technology Executive Director Haile presented a PowerPoint presentation regarding the State of Technology in CCSD.  She reviewed supplemental funding technology opportunities, including E-Rate, the Abbeville Proviso, and K-12 Technology Special Funds.  Dr. Haile reviewed upgrades/additions that have taken place since 2014-2015, including network infrastructure, network services, network security, and school technology support.  She also addressed technology considerations for the future.  Chairman Miles thanked Dr. Haile for the update.     
   X.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for March.  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, the attached budget adjustments were approved.

Discussion continued regarding the 2019-2020 budget.  CFO Willard reviewed a PowerPoint presentation regarding the preliminary House budget proposal for 2019-2020.  Mr. Willard addressed proposed changes in expenditures and revenue.  Estimated increases to expenditures amount to $3,440,000, while estimated revenue increases amount to $1,063,000, leaving a shortfall of $2,377,000.  Mr. Willard reported that, based on Act 388 and the Consumer Price Index increase, the percentage cap available on a millage rate increase is a minimum 2.44%.  A 2.44% increase equals 4.35 mills or about $340,000 in new, recurring revenue.  Superintendent Goodwin indicated that district enrollment has been decreasing, which also affects funding.      
 XI.  
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-H as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.
XII.   Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom reviewed the curriculum report.  She reported that summer reading camps for third graders reading below grade level will be offered at the following schools:  McBee Elementary, Cheraw Intermediate, Pageland Elementary, and Ruby Elementary.  The program will be held June 3rd – June 27th.     Mrs. Folsom noted that CCSD will be hosting professional learning opportunities in math and social studies.  
XIII.   
Superintendent’s Report:  Discussion followed regarding the history of 4K programs in the district as indicated in a PowerPoint presentation by Executive Director Folsom.  Currently, CERDEP 4K classes serve students all day while other 4K classes serve students ½ day.  The state eliminated all funding for ½ day 4K CERDEP classes and the local budget covers the cost of ½ day 4K programs.  In 2019-20, all 12 4K classes will be CERDEP eligible and receive state funding with full-day service.  If all the seats in a class cannot be filled with Medicaid/income eligible students, the district will fill the seats with non-Medicaid/income eligible students on a tuition basis.  Dr. Goodwin reported that research has revealed a performance difference between ½ day and full day classes.  The administration is requesting board approval of a $60 per week tuition fee for non-Medicaid/income eligible students for 2019-20.  The fee was approved as recommended on a motion by Mr. Coleman, seconded by Mr. Dusa and carried unanimously.  

Board members received a copy of the proposed School Board Meeting Schedule for 2019-2020.  Any recommended changes should be sent to the Board Chairman or Superintendent prior to the May 8 board meeting.  Board members received a copy of the State Department 2017-18 Risk Assessment Breakdown.  Superintendent Goodwin noted that CCSD received a 14 low risk score.  

Dr. Goodwin indicated that schools will be closed April 15-19 for spring break, and the District Office will be closed April 17-19.    Upcoming district events include the Central High musical performances, Grease, April 11-13,  District Teacher of the Year Banquet May 7 at 6:00 pm at PLC, May 16 Retirement Banquet at 6:00 pm with location to be determined, and the May 21 Adult Education Graduation at 6:00 pm at Chesterfield-Ruby Middle School.

Chairman’s Comments:  Board Policy BEDH, Public Participation at Meetings, was discussed.  Chairman Miles noted that the policy was approved in 1998.  Superintendent Goodwin reported that the district attorney has advised the policy needs to be updated.  Mr. Miles asked board members to review the policy and contact Dr. Goodwin or him with any suggestions or recommendations.   Mr. Miles reminded board members that a budget work session is scheduled April 29 at 5:00 at the District Office.  The next regular monthly meeting will be May 13 at Palmetto Learning Center, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30.  In closing, Chairman Miles thanked Cheraw Intermediate principal Scott Eddins and his staff for hosting the meeting.
