  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Dr. Chapman, the agenda was amended to include a second executive session if needed for personnel/legal matters.  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Mr. Vick and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as amended.
III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Dr. Chapman, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Cheraw High student Jacob Gainey.  

  V.
Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, and administrative staff.  Lt. John McCarn, SRO Supervisor, introduced the new Cheraw High SRO, Lt. George Johnson, Jr., and reviewed other SRO assignments in the district.  Lt. McCarn noted that it is the goal of SROs to provide support in keeping schools safe.  
 VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the April 8 and 29, 2019 board meetings
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Vick congratulated Chesterfield High for being ranked 41st high school in SC according to the US News and World Report.  Mr. Vick also recognized board member Burch whose picture recently appeared on the front cover of the Sandhill ConNEXTion magazine, featuring an article regarding Chesterfield 
County Economic Development.  Mr. Wayne recognized the Chesterfield County Adult Education program for receiving a $9000 Dollar General Literacy Grant which will be 
used to fund salaries for reading literacy, numeracy, financial literacy, digital literacy, etc.  He also congratulated several McBee High track team members who won numerous awards at the State Class A Track Meet.  Mr. Wayne noted that the MHS girls’ softball team won the Upper State championship, and the boys’ baseball team is advancing to the second round of the state playoffs.  Mrs. Burch congratulated the Central High boys’ varsity track team and the boys’ golf team for winning the 2A Region 4 championships.  Dr. Chapman recognized 18 members of the Cheraw Intermediate Chorus who went on a field trip to New York City where they attended a play, visited several tourist attractions, 
and performed at the Statue of Liberty.  Mr. Coleman congratulated Jefferson Elementary teacher Stephanie Ramirez who received a $2500 grant from Wal-Mart to help fund an overnight field trip to Charleston.  He also recognized JES teachers Andrea Garrison and Tiffany Jackson who attended the Roper Mountain Science PLUS Institute where they 
received $1000 of free materials and free lesson plans to go with the materials.
VIII.
Special Recognitions:  Curriculum Director Folsom thanked Pepsi Bottling Company for sponsoring the Athletic Players of the Year program and providing plaques for all winners.  Central High Athletic Director Mitch Leaird presented plaques to Kylie Sims, Female Player of the Year, and Devin Rushing, Male Player of the Year.  Cheraw High Athletic Director David Byrd presented plaques to Callie Bryant, Female Player of the Year, and Jacob Gainey, Male Player of the Year.  Chesterfield High Head Football Coach Michael Mays presented plaques to Zytipha Joines, Female Player of the Year, and Byron Leak, Male Player of the Year.  Curriculum Director Folsom presented plaques to Jordan Kirkley, MHS Female Player of the Year, and Jamie Tamurrino, MHS Male Player of the Year.  Mrs. Folsom announced the following district winners, presenting plaques to Cheraw High student Callie Bryant, District Female Player of the Year, and Central High student Devin Rushing, District Male Player of the Year.


Mrs. Folsom presented certificates to the following academic award winners:  1) Genna Rivers, Central High, USC Stamps Scholar; 2) Teaching Fellows:  Cheraw High – Callie Bryant and Savannah Funderburk; Chesterfield High – Dylan Jenkins; and Central High – Caitlyn Nicholson; 3) Academic Honors:  Cheraw High – Emily Arnold; McBee High – Rachel Greene; Chesterfield High – Aaron Trexler; and Central High – Zoe Faulkenberry, Kylie Mangum, Genna Rivers, and Madison Quick; and 4) SC Seal of Biliteracy:  Chesterfield High – Alyssa Brown, Jenna Hough, and Hannah Sellers.  

Chairman Miles, on behalf of the Board, congratulated the students for their athletic and academic accomplishments.  

Superintendent Goodwin presented certificates to the following winners in the school volunteer program:  Second Place – Cheraw Intermediate with 11,873 hours, averaging 24.6 hours per student, and First Place – Ruby Elementary with 7285 hours, averaging 28.8 hours per student.  Dr. Goodwin indicated that Cheraw Intermediate will receive $300 and Ruby Elementary will receive $500.  He also congratulated all schools that participated in the program, recording a total of almost 50,000 hours of volunteer service.

  IX.
Teacher Forum Report:    District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton presented a        report on various activities of the Teacher Forum during the year, which included working with induction teachers, a visit to the State House in Columbia, and assisting in 
the development of the 2019-2020 school calendar.  The Teacher of the Year   Banquet was held May 7, where it was announced that the District Teacher of the Year for 2019-20 is Andrea Garrison of Jefferson Elementary School.  Mrs. Melton thanked Superintendent Goodwin and Assistant Superintendent Anderson for their support of the Teacher Forum and expressed appreciation to the board for their hard work for the children and teachers of CCSD.  On behalf of the board, Chairman Miles thanked        Mrs. Melton and all Teacher Forum members for their dedication to the teaching profession.     
   X.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for April.  
Discussion followed regarding the 2019-2020 general fund budget.  CFO Willard reviewed a PowerPoint presentation regarding the latest Senate version of the budget.     Mr. Willard addressed projected changes in expenditures and revenue, leaving a deficit of $1,681,281.  Superintendent Goodwin indicated that district enrollment has been decreasing, which also affects funding.  The proposal includes an increase in substitute teacher pay from $58/day to $75/day.  Also included is a 5% reduction in working retiree salaries instead of the current 10% reduction.  Based on Act 388 and the Consumer Price Index increase, the percentage cap available on a millage rate increase is a minimum 2.44%.  A 2.44% increase equals 4.35 mills or about $340,000 in new, recurring revenue, which is included in projected revenue.  Information was shared regarding the impact of a 4.35 millage increase on the taxpayer.  Board member Vick stated that he would vote for first reading of the budget proposal tonight but would not vote for a tax increase to help balance the budget.  He also recommended caution in increasing working retiree salaries when the focus has been on adding steps to classified salary schedules to increase their salaries and bring them more in line.  Following additional discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Sweeney to approve first reading of the 2019-2020 budget as presented.  The motion was seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried by a vote of 8-1, with Mr. Wayne opposed.         
  XI.  
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-G as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.  At this point, Superintendent Goodwin introduced Mr. Omoro King and his wife.  Mr. King is transferring from the Jefferson Elementary principalship to become principal of New Heights Middle School in 2019-20.  On behalf of the board, Mr. Miles congratulated Mr. King on his new position.
XII.   Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom reviewed the curriculum report.  She reported that a Battle of the Books was held between McBee Elementary and Cheraw Intermediate Schools, with a focus on celebrating reading.  Mrs. Folsom noted that sixteen 9th Grade Junior Scholars recently visited Winthrop University.  Board members were invited to attend the Adult Education Graduation May 21, with an estimated 41 graduates being honored. 
XIII.   
Superintendent’s Report:  The current Board Policy BEDH, Public Participation at Board meetings, was reviewed.  Superintendent Goodwin pointed out the policy is not in line with current practice.  Possible changes in the policy were reviewed.  Following discussion, Mr. Sweeney recommended and other board members agreed that the policy should be revised to agree with the current practice.  A revised policy will be presented for first reading at the June 10 board meeting.  
Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, the board approved first reading of the revision of Board Policy ADF, School Wellness, as required by federal regulations. 

A motion was made by Mr. Sweeney and seconded by Mr. Coleman to approve first reading of the revision of Board Policy IKC, Valedictorian/Salutatorian Eligibility Criteria, as recommended by the administration.  The motion carried by a vote of 8-1, with Mr. Vick opposed.  

Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, the board granted a waiver not requiring Chesterfield High School to make up a day missed May 6, 2019, due to a major electrical issue at the school.  

Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, the board approved Federal Programs Director Candace Hoffman to serve as the representative of the school district and the School Board to seek federal funding for the 2019-2020 school year through grant application activities for Titles I, II, III, IV and V.

Board members received a list of the 2019-20 Teachers of the Year.  The following events were noted:  May 16 District Retirement Banquet and May 21 Adult Education Graduation.  The end of the school year calendar was reviewed, with graduations at the four high schools scheduled Saturday, June 1.  Dr. Goodwin will attend Chesterfield High graduation this year.  
XIV.
Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members that the next regular monthly meeting will be June 10 at Palmetto Learning Center, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30.  Board members received the final 2019-2020 School Board Meeting Schedule.
In closing, Chairman Miles thanked the Business Office staff and administration for their hard work in developing a proposed 2019-20 budget for the board’s consideration.

Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session on a motion by       Mr. Coleman and second by Dr. Chapman.
