  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Upon a motion by Mr. Sweeney and second by Mr. Coleman, the agenda was approved as presented.  Chairman Miles noted that board members Chapman and Dusa are participating via telephone.
III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal.

Public Comment:  Chairman Miles read the board policy regarding public comment.  Cheraw area citizen Chaka Bridges expressed concern regarding her daughter’s suspension from Cheraw Intermediate School and questioned the protocol for handling suspensions.  Chesterfield area citizen/NAACP President James Barber asked if there is free space available within the district for a free tutoring service for approximately 25 students.  He indicated that he has been providing this service in his home for several years.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Mr. Miles led a moment of silence and the Pledge of Allegiance.  

 VI.
Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, SRO representative, and administrative staff.  
VII.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Wayne moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the May 13, 2019 board meeting.
VIII.
Board Comments:  Board member Wayne reported that McBee Elementary received a $500 check from the Lion’s Club.  He also noted that Stephanie Tiller’s 6th grade chorus completed its area nursing homes service project, sharing games, arts and crafts, etc. with the residents.    Mr. Sweeney announced that Cheraw Intermediate 5th grade students had an amazing performance of “A Night at the Movies” with over 130 students participating.  Mr. Coleman congratulated New Heights athletic director Reginald Dye who secured $6777.09 from the Justin J. Watt Foundation to purchase new athletic uniforms and/or equipment.  
  IX.
Special Recognition:  Superintendent Goodwin congratulated the McBee High School baseball team for winning the State 1A Championship and introduced Head Coach Chris Lloyd.  Certificates were presented to the players and coaches.  Chairman Miles and McBee board member Wayne also congratulated the students and coaches for their accomplishment.  

   X.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for May.  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried unanimously, the board approved the attached SCAGO TAN resolution and GO bonds resolution.  CFO Willard and Superintendent Goodwin recommended second reading and final approval of the 2019-2020 general fund budget as presented.  Changes since first reading were reviewed, including a 2 mill tax increase instead of 4 mills, and working retirees remaining at a 10% reduction.  Following additional discussion, second reading and final approval of the 2019-2020 general fund budget was granted as recommended by the administration on a motion by Mr. Sweeney, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried by a vote of 5-3, with board members Teal, Vick and Wayne opposed.  Chairman Miles thanked the administration for their work in developing the budget.  
  XI.  
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-G as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.  Superintendent Goodwin introduced Lauren Watson and her family.  Mrs. Watson has been approved as principal of Plainview Elementary School for 2019-20.  Dr. Goodwin also introduced Jason McGuire and his wife.           Mr. McGuire is approved to serve as principal of Jefferson Elementary School for 2019-20.  Finally, Dr. Goodwin introduced Brian Batson and his wife.  Mr. Batson is approved to serve as Executive Director of Student Services and Administration.  On behalf of the board, Mr. Miles congratulated these administrators and noted that the Aspiring Principals program has been beneficial in training local administrators.  At this point, board members Chapman and Dusa dropped from telephone participation in the meeting.
XII.   Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, indicated that the summer reading camps have small classes and are going well.         Mrs. Folsom noted that elementary teachers and literacy coaches will attend Jr. Great Books training two days in June.  The administration is working with the Governor’s School of Science and Math regarding a program for students who are interested in earning the first year of college credits while attending their home high schools. 
XIII.   
Superintendent’s Report:  A motion was made by Mr. Teal and seconded by Mr. Vick to approve the use of the following attorneys in 2019-2020:  Duff & Childs, LLC; Harris, McLeod and Ruffner; and Spencer Law Firm; with the  addition of  White & Story  Law 
Firm.  Following discussion, Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried, to table Mr. Teal’s motion pending further discussion.

Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried unanimously, the board approved first reading of the revision of Board Policy BEDH, Public Participation at Meetings, as recommended by the administration.  
A motion was made by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Teal and carried unanimously, to grant second reading/approval of the attached revision of Board Policy ADF, School Wellness, as required by the federal government. 

A motion was made by Mr. Coleman and seconded by Mr. Wayne to grant second reading/approval of the attached revision of Board Policy IKC, Valedictorian/Salutatorian Eligibility Criteria, as recommended by the administration.  The motion carried by a vote of 5-1, with Mr. Vick opposed.  

Superintendent Goodwin reported a smooth school closing and graduation.  Board members received copies of the final 2019-2020 School Calendar.  Highlights from the calendar include teacher in-service August 12-16, the opening day ceremony August 15 at Chesterfield-Ruby Middle School, and the first day for students August 19.  Board members were invited to attend the June 30 ALPHA Arts Showcase at noon at Chesterfield-Ruby Middle School.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles recognized former School Board member Jimmy Toole who was in attendance.

Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Vick and carried unanimously, to approve renewal of the attached Advisory Council appointments highlighted in red, with new terms beginning July 1, 2019 and ending June 30, 2023.  Current members Maria Greenlee and Danny Holley have indicated they do not wish to continue to serve and member Liberti Holiday has moved out of the attendance area.
