  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.

Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the June 11, 2018 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Chairman Miles and Superintendent Goodwin presented a certificate and pin to board member Robert Teal for reaching Level 2 in the SCSBA Boardmanship Institute.
VIII.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented monthly financial reviews for June and July.  He indicated there might be some adjustments on the June review once the year is closed out.

IX.
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-G as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.  
    X.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, indicated that 4K professional development was held July 23-25, with funding provided by a community block grant.  The Summer ALPHA Arts program was a success, culminating with a performance and art show June 28.  Mrs. Folsom noted that middle and high school End of Course teacher representatives attended a workshop July 16 and 17, with follow-up sessions planned throughout the year.


Upon a motion by Mr. Vick, seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, the board approved the attached revision of Local Board Approved Courses for 2018-19.

Superintendent’s Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman, second by Mr. Vick and carried unanimously, the board approved second reading and final approval of the new Board Policy IKFC, Employability Credential, as recommended by Superintendent Goodwin.  Mr. Vick moved, seconded by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, to approve first reading of new Board Policy IKADD, Content and Credit Recovery, as recommended by Dr. Goodwin.  For information, board members received a copy of the accompanying Administrative Rule IKADD-R, Content and Credit Recovery. 
Superintendent Goodwin reviewed plans for the August 17 District Kick-Off, including a visit from Mrs. Molly Spearman, State Superintendent of Education.   Board members received copies of the 2018-2019 school calendar, Elementary and Secondary Student Handbooks, fall sports schedules, and the 2017-18 Minority Vendor, Sole Source Procurement Justification, and Emergency Procurement Justification Reports.  
Dr. Goodwin noted that online registration has gone smoothly with 70% of the students taking advantage of the new procedure.  The first day of school for students is Monday, August 20.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members of the upcoming school board elections on November 6 in Districts 1, 2, 3, and 9.  The filing period opens September 4 and closes September 18.  
Mr. Miles indicated that the SCSBA School Law Conference is August 25-26 in Myrtle Beach.  He reminded board members of the following meetings: a) regular monthly meeting September 10 at Jefferson Elementary, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30, and b) board work session September 24 at 5:00 pm at the District Office.
