  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Sweeney moved, seconded by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Teal.

IV.
Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence in remembrance of those affected by Hurricane Florence.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Central High student Genna Rivers.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, Sheriff’s Department representative, and administrative staff.  
VI.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the September 10, 2018 board meeting.
VII.
Board Comments:  Board member Wayne recognized the McBee Elementary Junior Beta Club which, in just one week’s time, collected a large truck load of water and cleaning supplies to assist victims of Hurricane Florence.  He also noted that the Plainview Elementary Junior Beta Club is collecting money for Hurricane Florence victims and has raised $340 so far.  Mrs. Burch congratulated Central High for collecting cleaning  supplies  and  personal  care  and  hygiene  items  to assist Hurricane Florence 
victims.  Dr. Chapman announced Cheraw Intermediate accomplishments as follows:      1) teachers Krystal Harris and April Newton received $500 and 500 bonus points from James Patterson and the Scholastic Book Giveaway, which will be used to purchase books for their classroom libraries; 2) teacher Victoria Griffith received a $109.90 Donor’s Choose grant to purchase materials for “Tools for Success in Reading and Writing;”  3) a recent Grandparents’ Day celebration was a huge success, with almost 400 students, parents and grandparents in attendance;  and 4) teacher Brittany Barefoot worked with other third grade teachers to plan a meaningful, real-world writing activity in which students wrote thank-you notes to numerous organizations that provided services to the communities during and after Hurricane Florence.  Mr. Teal noted that Ruby Elementary fifth graders are leading the way with a recycling program and contest, where over 76 pounds of waste have already been diverted from the landfill.                  Mr. Coleman congratulated the following Petersburg Primary teachers who received Donor’s Choose grants: Carlie Brewster-$428.14-“Help Me Get My Teach On,” Nancy Powell-$593.12-“Comfy and Cozy on the Carpet,” Tiffany Yumet-$503.88-“Our Magic Carpet,” Deanna Russell-$193-“A Spot That’s Just “Write,” and Nancy Plyler-$575-“We Are All In For Reading Recovery.”  He also indicated that Wal-Mart Distribution Associates donated school supplies and $1000 to Petersburg, and several community organizations and churches donated school supplies, as well as kindergarten student and Wee Miss Pageland, Callie Nicholson, who donated four book bags filled with supplies.

Special Recognitions:  Curriculum Director Folsom presented a certificate to Central High senior Genna Rivers in recognition of her distinction as a 2019 National Merit Scholarship Commended Student.  Mrs. Folsom noted that Nicholas Robins, a 2018 Chesterfield High early graduate, is also a National Merit Scholarship Commended Student and is attending Wofford College.  Chairman Miles, on behalf of the School Board, congratulated these students on their accomplishments.
   IX.
Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for September.  He indicated that the auditors will be working in the district in the coming weeks.

Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Dusa and second by Dr. Chapman, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-C as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.
   XI.  Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, indicated that the ALPHA Arts program for grades 3-8 is accepting nominations until October 26.  She noted that Life Skills classes are setting up schedules for Vocational Rehabilitation, as well as developing their financial skills by setting up school-based businesses.  The new teacher Induction class met September 10 to review the ADEPT process and the SC Teaching Standards guidelines.  Mrs. Folsom met with the group September 24 to discuss The Power of Relationships.

Superintendent’s Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Dusa, second by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously, the board approved first reading of the revision of Board Policy EEAEA, Bus Driver Requirements, Training and Responsibilities, as recommended by the administration.   

Superintendent Goodwin reported on the impact of Hurricane Florence, noting that schools were closed for six days.  The following make-up days are included in the school calendar:  February 18, March 22, and May 27.  Dr. Goodwin reviewed other calendar revisions due to the closures.  He expressed appreciation to school district personnel and volunteers who worked extremely hard to have schools ready to re-open.  
Board members received the Academic Bowl Schedule and were invited to the District Fine Arts Festival being held at McBee High School November 14 and 15, with a district concert and the announcement of Superintendent Art Awards at 6:00 pm November 15 in the MHS gym.  Dr. Goodwin noted that October 22 is a teacher workday with no school for students and November 6 is an Election Day holiday.

Chairman’s Comments:  Board members Dusa, Sweeney and Teal agreed to serve as Delegates for the SCSBA Delegate Assembly December 8.  Board members who wish to attend the SCSBA Legislative and Advocacy Conference December 7-9 should contact the Superintendent’s office.  
Chairman Miles reminded board members of the special session to discuss the superintendent’s evaluation October 29 at 5:00 pm in the District Office Board Room.  The regular monthly meeting will be November 12 at Palmetto Learning Center, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30.
