  I.
Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miles at 5:00 p.m. at Palmetto Learning Center.  
 II.
Agenda Approval:  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, to approve the agenda as presented.

III.
Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Dusa, the board entered executive session to discuss personnel matters pertaining to employee hirings, compensation, terminations, and resignations and legal matters.  The board returned to open session upon a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mrs. Burch.

IV.
Public Comment:  Chairman Miles read the board policy regarding public participation.  CCSD bus drivers Phelishia Blakeney and Jessica Raley expressed concerns regarding bus driver pay, the need for more bus drivers, discipline and safety on buses, and bus driver appreciation.  Mr. Miles, on behalf of the School Board, thanked the bus drivers for their comments and noted that the administration will respond to their concerns.

Moment of Silence/Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Miles led a moment of silence in remembrance of those affected by Hurricane Michael.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chesterfield-Ruby Middle student Cam’ron Evans-Winfield.

Reception of Visitors:  Chairman Miles welcomed visitors, parents, students, teachers, media, District Teacher of the Year Natalie Melton, Sheriff’s Department representative, district bus drivers, and administrative staff.  
VII.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Coleman moved, seconded by Dr. Chapman and carried unanimously, to approve minutes of the October 8 and 29, 2018 board meetings.
VIII.
Board Comments:  Board member Wayne shared an invitation from McBee Elementary to visit the school November 29 to see author Jerry Pallotta and have the opportunity to 
purchase his award winning books.  Mr. Pallotta will spend November 30 at MES teaching the students writing skills and how to publish their own books.  Mrs. Burch announced that Pageland Elementary recently held its Fall Festival where students and their parents enjoyed a fun-filled night of games, refreshments, and fellowship. The money raised will assist in funding various student incentives.  Mr. Coleman acknowledged  the following Central High accomplishments:  1)  the Marketing Cluster, directed by DECA Advisor and CTE Instructor Charles Brown, conducted a fundraiser, printing and selling over 450 shirts for Breast Cancer Awareness Month and making a $200 donation to the South Carolina Cancer Alliance; and sophomore cross country runner EJ Threatt finished 12th overall in the combined Class A/AA state cross country meet and was named to the SC High School League All-State cross country team.         Mr. Sweeney noted that he is looking forward to continuing to work with the four recently re-elected incumbents in the School Board elections.

Financial Report:  Chief Financial Officer Willard presented the monthly financial review for October.  
  X.
Personnel Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Vick and second by Mr. Teal, the board unanimously approved the attached Personnel Exhibits A-E as recommended by Assistant Superintendent Anderson.
    XI. Curriculum Report:  Executive Director Folsom, in reviewing the curriculum report, indicated that 4K teachers worked with Dr. Sandra Linder from Clemson University on appropriate practices in teaching mathematics, especially in questioning techniques.  CCSD continues to partner with Clemson University with the second cohort of Reading Recovery.  Mrs. Folsom reported CCSD students participated in the Special Olympics Fall Games in Myrtle Beach and brought home 14 medals.

Superintendent’s Report:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman, second by Mrs. Burch and carried unanimously, the board approved second reading/approval of the attached revision of Board Policy EEAEA, Bus Driver Requirements, Training and Responsibilities, as recommended by the administration.   

Superintendent Goodwin reported schools were closed October 11 due to Hurricane Michael.  The administration is hoping for a mild winter this year since seven school days have already been missed. 
Dr. Goodwin noted that the County Veteran’s Day Parade was cancelled due to weather.  Many different activities took place in the schools.  Central High will be hosting Batesburg-Leesville and McBee High will travel to Blackville Hilda for football playoffs Friday, November 16.  The winter sports schedules are posted in the portal.  State school 
report cards are scheduled to be released November 15.  Board members were reminded of the District Fine Arts Festival being held at McBee High School November 14 and 15, with a district concert and the announcement of Superintendent Art Awards at 6:00 pm November 15 in the MHS gym.  Dr. Goodwin noted that schools and the District Office will be closed November 21-23 for fall break.

Chairman’s Comments:  Chairman Miles reminded board members of the SCSBA Legislative and Advocacy Conference December 7-9 in Charleston. The next regular monthly meeting will be December 10 at Ruby Elementary School, with an executive session at 5:00 pm followed by open session at 5:30.

Executive Session/Return to Open Session:  Upon a motion by Mr. Coleman, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and carried unanimously, the board entered executive session to discuss a personnel matter pertaining to the evaluation of the superintendent.  The board returned to open session on a motion by Mr. Coleman and second by Mr. Sweeney.

Superintendent’s Evaluation:  Mr. Dusa moved that, in light of the very favorable evaluation that our Superintendent, Dr. J. Harrison Goodwin, has received again this year from our Board, we are extending his contract to June 30, 2021.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Coleman and carried unanimously.
